School Camps and Parental Involvement 
Mount View Primary School conducts a full range of school camps for students in Years 3, 4, 5 and 6. All camps are 
designed as outdoor activity camps where all students are able to experience suitable active, physical challenges 
alongside their peers. The duration of the camps ranges from three day camps in Year 3 to a full five day camp in Year 
6. The sequential school camping program is aimed at building student confidence and independence.  
The role of parents on school camps has been redefined this year with some volunteer parents included alongside 
teachers for the Year 3 and Year 4 camps while the Year 5 and Year 6 camps have been fully staffed by teachers, 
educational support staff, teachers in training and school leadership. This graded approach emphasises the growing 
maturity of the students and the building of independence and resilience in the Year 5 and 6 students. The transition 
from the parent/teacher blend to full teacher supervision is a focussed educational strategy to help students transition 
from their initial camping experiences to a greater sense of preparedness and independence necessary for the 
transition from primary to secondary school. 
The school also conducts an annual Ski Camp for forty-five Year 6 students. This type of camp requires a lower student 
to adult ratio. The supervision of students by four school staff members and six parents ensures that an appropriate 
ratio of less than 5:1 is maintained. 
 
Staffing 
We have been very pleased to welcome Christine Locke as our new Visual Arts teacher to work alongside Jude Insole. 
Christine has completed her first two weeks at Mount View with stimulating art lessons for all her classes. We look
